In the name of God Amen. I Joseph Ecclestone of N. Stonington in the County of New London and in the Sate of Connecticut, Yeoman, being weak in body but of a sound disposing mind and understanding thanks be given to God therefore, calling to mind the mortality of my body and knowing that is appointed for all men once to die, do make & ordain this my last Will & Testament, this 1st day of March in the Year of our Lord, One thousand Eight Hundred & One. And as touching such worldly things or Estate wherewith it have blessed God to bless me in this life, I give and dispose of the same, in the following manner and form.





Item  I give to my son Joseph Eccleston one dollar.  The reason of my not giving him more is I have already given him his portion before.





Item, I give to my grandson John Lamphier one dollar.





Item, I give to my four Daughters, namely Rebecca Ecclestone, Patience Main, Desire Lewis, & Coran Covey Seventy One Dollars to be paid by my Executor here after named immediately after my decease after my Debts, and funeral charges are paid.





I give to my well beloved Wife, Coran Ecclestone all the (rest) part of my house, and the profits of half my lands, during her natural life, furthermore I give to my Wife all the indoor moveables, one cow, five sheep, one hog to be at her disposal.





Item, I give to my son Gershom Ecclestone all my lands and house where I now live (excepting what I give to my wife her natural life, with all the prior [ ] appurtenances thereunto belonging or in any wise appertaining, his heirs and assigns forever, and all my farming tools.





I likewise constitute make and ordain my son Gershom Ecclestone & Benjamin Corning of Voluntown to be my sole Executors of this my last Will & Testament.
