Will of Benedict Eccleston of Groton, New London, Connecticut, 1829, Probated 1834

In the name of God amen, I Benedict Eccleston of Groton in the County of New London and State of Connecticut, being of sound disposing mind and memory, do make and ordain this my last will and testament, in manner and form following. Item, I give and demise unto my well beloved Daughters Phebe Wells & Eunice Anthrum, equally all my Real Estate that I may die possessed of to be divided between them or their heirs, in just and equal proportions. They the said Phebe and Eunice paying to Mary Hadley my Beloved Daughter Fifty Dollars and to Abigail Burrows another of my Beloved Daughters Fifty dollars and in case they should not be living, then to be paid to their Heirs - and also to pay to my beloved Daughters Lucy Parks and Thankfull Cook each one Dollar.

Item, I do give all the rest and residue of my Estate of every kind and nature to my Beloved Daughters Phebe Wells and Abigail Burrows or their heirs.

Lastly I do make and constitute my son in Law Thomas Wells Executor to this my last will and testament, ordering him to pay Previous to the delivering any of the before bequest, my just debts and funeral charges out of the sails of my real Estate.
