In the name of God Amen. I Gershom Ecleston Jr. of North Stonington in the County of New London being of sound and disposing mind and memory do make and ordain this my last will and testament in manner and form following that is to say im primus. Item I give & devise unto my loving wife Fanny the farm & buildings thereon standing where I now live during her natural life or so long as she shall remain my widow. Item, I give and bequeath to my wife Fanny all my goods and chattels and personal estate whatsoever during her natural life or so long as she shall remain my widow. Item I give and devise unto my sons Enoch B. Eccleston, Henry A. Eccleston & Latham H. Eccleston the farm & buildings where I now live after the decease or marriage of my wife Fanny to be divided equally upon condition that they pay each of them 20 dollars to be divided equally between my daughters Eunice M. Eccleston & Mary E. Eccleston. Item I give & bequeath to my daughters Eunice M. & Mary E. all my personal estate to be divided equally after the decease or marriage of my wife. Item I will that all my debts and funeral charges by paid by my executrix hereinafter named. Lastly I do make & constitute Fanny my wife executrix of this my last will & testament. In witness whereof I have set my hand and seal this 20th day of January 1849. Signed Gershom Eccleston Jr. Witness Ralph Thompson, Nelson P. Wilcox, Polly Holdredge. 
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January 29, 1849 the witnesses appeared in court and the record states: “The foregoing will of Gershom Eccleton was presented in Court March 5, 1849 approved and ordered to be recorded and remain on file.”
