I Cynthia Ecclestone of North Stonington in New London County and State of Connecticut laboring under bodily infirmities but of sound disposing mind and memory thanks be given Almighty God therefore, calling to mind that it is appointed unto all to die do make & ordain this my last Will & Testament and principally and first of all resign my soul to God that fvae it & my body to the earth to be buried in a Christian like manner at the discretion of my friends and as touching such worldly goods or estate wherewith it has pleased God to bless me with in this life, I dispose of in the manner following viz.: 

Item My will is that all my just debts and funeral charges by paid out of my personal estate by my Executor herein afternamed. My will is that my Esecutor ? To my grave a good pair of glear? To be paid for out of my personal estate.

Item my will is and I give & bequeath unto my beloved brother Tracy Eccleston my right in the real estate left me by my brother Caleb Ecclestone. The said Tracy is to pay Mary G. Campbell fifteen dollars after my decease 

My will is that Mary H. Campbell have my best bed, 1 pair of kersey blankets or chick blanket.

Item my will is that Cynthia Brooks has one bed third quality.

Item my will is that George Eccleston has one pair or kersey blankets.

Item my will that all the personal estate that I shall die seized of not having been previously given away shall go to my beloved sister Thankful Law. And I do hereby appoint Sanford Main to be my sole executor to this my last will & testament hereby satisfying and confirming this and no other to be my last will and testament.
