A copy of the last will and Testament of John Eggleston, late of the town of Queensbury, Deceased Recorded 30th Nov. 1809

In the Name of God, Amen. I John Eggleston of Queensbury County of Washington and State of New York being weak in body but of sound and perfect mind and memory (or you may say this) considering the uncertainty of this mortal Life and being of sound, Blessed by Almightly God to the same, Do make and publish this my last will and testament in manner and form following (That is to say) first I give and Bequeath unto my Beloved wife Mary Eggleston all my real and personal Estate provided she out live me I do also give and bequeath to my son John G. Eggleston heirs the sum of sixty two cents and a half a pier .I also give and bequeath unto Giles Eggleston’s heirs the sum of sixty two cents and a half a piou. Eliphalet Eggleston has signed of all his right title, interest claim and demand to said property both real and personal. I also give and bequeath to Zebulon Eggleston, Elijah Eggleston and Nathaniel Eggleston and Polly Loop, my Daughter all my Estate both real and personal after their Mother’s decease Equally divided between them, But be it remembered that Nathaniel Eggleston is to have two Dollars a week from this time for taking care and providing for his Father and Mother during their lives in sickness and in health. Be it Remembered also that Zebulon Eggleston, Elijah Eggleston and Polly Loop is to pay the said Nathaniel Eggleston their Equal proportion of the said Two dollars a week during the lives of their father or mother and when either of them should depart this life then only one Dollar to be paid to the said Nathaniel and Lastly as to the rest residue and remainder of my personal Estate goods and Chattels of what kind and nature soever I give and bequeath the same to my said beloved wife Mary Eggleston whom I hereby appoint sole Executrix of this my last will and testament hereby revoking all former wills by me made. In witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seal the ninth day of October in the year of our Lord 1805

Signed sealed published and declared by the above named John Eggleston to he his last will and testament in the presence of us who have hereunto subscribed our names as witness in the presence of the testator.

And be it also remembered that on the same day and year aforesaid came Mary Eggleston, Executrix in the said will named and was duly sworn to the due execution and performance of the said will and testament by taking the oath as by law required for Executors in such cases.
