Will of Joseph Eccleston of North Stonington, New London, Connecticut, 1828

I Joseph Eccleston of North Stonington in New London County feeling the infirmities of old age fast advancing on me but being of sound disposing mind & memory thanks be given to God therefore do make & ordain this my last Will and Testament.

And first my will is that my just debts & funeral charges be paid by my executor herein after named.

Item my will is that my beloved wife Elizabeth Eccleston at my decease shall have the use & improvement of all the estate both real and personal that I shall die seized of during her natural life. Item I give my son Joseph Eccleston twelve acres of at the north end of my land lying north of the road running from the main road by my house to Andrew Chapman and bounded north by Benedict Eccleston’s land & running parallel with sd Benedict’s land to the pond on the east side of sd land.

Item I give my son Gardner Eccleston twelve acres of land which will be the next south of Joseph’s and running to the pond in the same manner.

Item I give to my son Tracy Eccleston twelve acres of land which will be next south of Gardner’s & running in the same manner to said pond.

Item my will is that my son Joseph shall pay to my daughter Olive Rose 8 dollars at my decease. Item my will is that my son Gardner shall pay to my daughter Sabry Campbell 8 dollars at my decease. Item my will is that my son Tracy shall pay my daughter Anna Aldredge 8 dollars at my decease.

Item my will is that my son Caleb Eccleston shall pay to my daughter Thankful Law 8 dollars at my decease and that my said son Caleb pay to my grandson Ichabod Eccleston five dollars at my decease. Item my will is that my daughter Cynthia Eccleston have a room in my house with a sauce? Yard and a priviledge in the orchards so long as she shall remain single and unmarried. My will is that my sd daughter Cynthia have all my household furniture and indoor moveables except one bed and bedding at the decease of myself and wife to be her own forever. Item my will is that my son Caleb Eccleston have all the rest & residue of my estate both real & personal not herein given away as his own forever he ? And perforn . . .and furthermore my will is that none of the legacies shall be paid not any division take place until the decease of my wife if she should out live me. And I hereby constitute and appoint my sons Caleb and Gardner Ecleston executors to this my last will and testament hereby revoking all other by me made.
