I do make and order this my last will and testament in manner & form as follows. I give & bequeath to my dear beloved wife Lucy Ecclestone all my lands, property & buildings & moveables to her own use as long as she remains my widow & then to be equally divided among my 5 sons meaning landed property & buildings whom I nominate, constitute & appoint sole executrix of this my last will & testament hereby revoking all other & former wills by me made. Signed William Eccleston. Witness Rebecca Billings, Harry Wheeler, Nathl Wheeler. 

Lucy Eccleston executrix of the last will & testament of Wm Ecclestone, late of North Stonington des, exhibited said will & accepting the trust of executrix the same & gave bonds according to law said will being proved & approved as ordered Recorded.
